A national discussion has emerged
about relationships.

Schools and Culture

Mental Health

Whether from spiritual, genetic, or
environmental causes, some people’s
chemistry becomes unbalanced. Trag-
ically, millions suffer from mental ill-
ness. Only now has this been placed
under the coverage of group health plans.
That’s a good thing, though it's likely
to become an even bigger loophole for
cheating than whiplash.

The American mental health system
shows great compassion, some confu-
sion, and a measure of evil, too. The
most horrible abuses have been curbed,
from Nurse Ratched imitators to the
overuse of Thorazine and electroshock
treatments.

The reaction to this went too far. Lib-
erals closed most of the big mental

warchousing, as opposed to your con-
cern for a struggling relative. Only at
the last extreme does one commit a fam-
ily member to an institution.

Most people regard criminals as moral-
ly bankrupt and/or evil, except when
it's someone close who “goes wrong.”
Maybe they made a foolish, desperate
choice. Maybe they fell in with a bad
crowd. (About 90% of the women in
prison got there because some guy con-
vinced them to try something stupid.)

In the real world, stern measures
must often be taken. Even so, when the
personal details are known, our per-
spective on such people may change.

Conclusion

The current Culture War is predi-
cated upon different assumptions about
human nature. Are we animals, or made
in God’s image? Or both? A correct
understanding, moved by profound com-
Ppassion, is the only force that can straight-
en out human relationships. And that’s
the only building block that will form a
better society.

At a well-publicized Release the Peace
conference in Oakland, California, our
members were able to explain this to
an attentive gathering of civic and reli-
gious leaders. There were no easy fixes,
but many brave people responded.

Right now, only a small fraction of
young Americans feel ready for mar-
riage, even when we offer it to them as
a genuine Blessing from God. Perhaps
they’re right to wait, but only if they
take the opportunity to become mature.

It will take wisdom, patience, and
maybe even some clever marketing, but
sooner or later people will flock to the
banner of True Love.

to take our kids to Fam-

ily Camp in the Pocono

mountains of Penn-

sylvania last week. As

we turned up the gravel road to Camp

Shehaqua after the 10 hour drive from

Virginia Beach, I began to panic and

wanted to turn back. What if we don’t

know anybody? What if they ask us to

do something we don’t want to do?

What if they don’t ——like us? All the

heebie jeebies rolled over me as we

landed in front of the registration cabin.

Then came a blur of plastic mugs, T-

shirts, plastic name tags, cabin assign-
ments and schedules.

We went to dinner and to the orien-
tation meeting held in huge wooden
lodges built in the 1930’s. The whole
place was set up with manageable walks
through the woods between the main
lodges and the units of cabins. A knee-
high canopy of ferns covered the for-
est floor all around. During our stay
we saw fat scurrying beavers, charm-
ing chipmunks and spotted fawns like
Bambi grazing in the meadow.

On the first night the capable and
inspired staff gave us a brief overview
of the week, our responsibilities and
what to expect. The unique thing about
this camp is that it is a family effort.
Most summer camps are places where
parents drop their kids and make a
run for it. At this camp parents are the
counselors, cooks, and staff. One mom
created an incredible menu and acted
as camp cook, which she and her helpers
carried out with great aplomb. Fami-
lies sharing the work both cut the cost
and gave families a summer camp expe-
rience together.

At the orientation, we were warned
not to keep food in our cabins because
of bears. The previous year a boy had
stepped in a marshmallow and awoke
in the middle of the night to find a bear
licking it off his foot. (His parents prob-
ably don’t have to push him much at

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remember what happened last time
you didn’t bathe...”)

One of my favorite moments of the
whole camp was when everyone sang

a song signifying the end of the days’
activities, written by one of the fathers,
a singer/songwriter named Stefan des
Laurier. It was such a great song I want
to post the lyrics here.

“Time to Say Goodnight.”

“It’s time to say goodnight, the day
is almost done, hello to Mr. Moon, good-
bye to Mr. Sun. Let Mr. Sun shine on
distant shores, may the world turn a
little more green, May children who are
not yet born live to breathe air that’s
clean.

“Mr. Moon moves the seas around,
and makes all life continue on, Let
God’s creatures all abound, from the
toads to the graceful fawn.

“Please answer every human need,
children grow up much too fast, Heal
the broken heart that bleeds and may
the time of wonder last...”

On the last night of camp I was sit-
ting behind two teenage girls whose
parents had founded the camp 8 years
before. As I watched them do the hand
movements along with the song, I could
imagine them as little girls doing the
same thing. I saw the full circle of their
childhood reaching from the camp’s
roots to the brink of adulthood.

As we drove away on the final morn-
ing, there were people I wished I had
gotten to know better, and prayers I
wished I had prayed more deeply, and
ways of serving I wished I had gone
more out of my way to offer. The net
result was a week in the glory of cre-
ation, with wonderful brothers and sis-
ters under God who created the Fam-
ily Camp experience for our children.
The value of that probably won’t be
measured for them until they grow up
and look back on it. For us it was seen
in their inspired faces on the long drive
home.
